The programme Paint is only available  on Windows not on Apple Macs but 
other similar programmes are available:



To open Paint:
1. Click the Start button
2. Scroll down to Windows 

Accessories and expand 
it

3. Click on Paint

Paint is a free programme available in Windows.

Microsoft had planned to phase it out and replace it with 
Paint 3D but people didn’t like the replacement and I think 
Paint has survived and still available alongside Paint 3D. 



Making the slide

• PrtScr to copy screen to clipboard

• Open Paint and Paste what is on the Clipboard

• Crop the image

• Add arrows

• Add text

• Add square and fill with colour



Pressing the PrtSc button copies the computer screen you are currently 
looking at onto your ‘clipboard’.   You can then go into Paint and paste 
whatever is on your clipboard into a new painting.

When you right-click on a picture and scroll down to ‘open with’ you should see a 
number of possible programmes you can open your picture with in addition to your 
‘default’ picture programme. 



I used the drawing function in Paint to add these two red boxes onto this screen 
grab which was taken from the National Library of Scotland Side-by-side maps 
website: https://maps.nls.uk/geo/explore/side-by-side



I used Paint to ‘repair’ this photo.  I used the Zoom function (bottom right) to 
vastly expand the photo.  Then I chose the colour by selecting the pipette and 
clicking the colour I wanted on the picture itself.  Then I used the aerosol brush to 
paint on the picture in the area tat needed repairing.
